Australia— Hong Kong - Tokyo

Depart Sydney at 8.40am on CX 110, arriving in Hong Kong at 3.05pm.

Depart Melbourne at 8.50am on CX 134, arriving in Hong Kong at 3.15pm.

Today we will travel to Nikko, asmall city at the entrance to Nikko National Park.
Visit Toshogu Shrine, Japan's most lavishly decorated shrine complex and
mausoleum of Tokugawa leyasu, the founder of the Tokugawa shogunate. Nikko has
been a centre of Shinto and Buddhist mountain worship for many centuries and
Nikko National Park continues to offer scenic, mountainous landscapes, |akes,
waterfalls, hot springs, wild monkeys and hiking trails.

We take a stroll through tree
lined paths of century old bonsai, cherry and maple trees. Take in the lush gardens
and budding flowers surrounding atranquil pond. Afterwards we visit Mori Tower,
where we will go up to the Observation Deck for a bird's eye view of Tokyo. On the
way back to the hotel we have some free time for shopping in the Ginza shopping
area.

The Town Village still stands on the east side of the Miyagawa River flowing
through Takayama and in the middle of it is Sanmachi, where Edo period houses
remain. This district was designated as an area of important traditional buildings by
the Japanese Government.

Takayama - Shirakawago Gassho Village - Kanazawa

We start the day with avisit to Shirakawago Lookout, which looks over the nearby
village. We then proceed to the Historic Village of Shirakawa-go, one of Japan's
UNESCO World Heritage Sites. Shirakawa-go (White River Old District) is located
in the village of Shirakawa. Thisvillage iswell known for houses constructed in the
architectural style known as gassho-zukuri (prayer-hands construction) style, which
is characterised by athatched and steeply slanting roof resembling two hands joined
in prayer. The design is exceptionally strong and in combination with the unique
properties of the thatching, allow the houses to withstand and shed the weight of the
region's heavy snowfalls in winter. Afterwards we will proceed to Kanazawafor an
overnight stay. Whilst in Kanazawa we will see a demonstration of how gold leaf is
made, followed by avisit to the former samurai residential area.

Accommodation: Kanazawa Nikko Hotel or similar

Kanazawa - L ake Biwako

This morning enjoy a city tour of Kanazawa, visiting Omicho morning market and
the Geisha district. After lunch visit Kenrokuen Garden which is one of the Three
Great Gardens of Japan.
